D U D H S A G A R  W A T E R F A L L  
Dudhsagar Falls is a four-tiered waterfall located on the Mandovi River.

Dudhsagar Falls is amongst India's tallest waterfalls with a height of 310

m (1017 feet) and an average width of 30 metres (100 feet).The area is

surrounded by deciduous forests with rich biodiversity. This waterfall is

also known as Tambdi Surla to some of the local people. The falls are not

particularly spectacular during the dry season but during the monsoon

season the falls are fed by rains and form a huge force of water.



B E B I N C A

Bebinca or bebinka, is a layer cake of Indo-Portuguese cuisine in

Goa, India. In traditional baking, Bebinka has between 7 and 16

layers, but bakeries can modify the cake recipe as per

convenience and taste. It is especially popular during the

Christmas season, but is available all year round due to tourism in

Goa.
